Notice of Public Hearing

     The Mayor and City Council of Crisfield will conduct public hearings to obtain the views of citizens on Community Development and Housing needs, and to offer citizens the opportunity to review an application for a Community Development block Grant pro-gram to acquire funding in the amount of $600,000 to be used for multiple purposes as follows:
     The City of Crisfield will utilize $60,000 of these block grant funds as required matching funds for a $900,000 project to renovation and replace sections of the Crisfield Depot. The renovation of the Crisfield Depot will make it a safer more accessible facility for the City of Crisfield events that are held for low to moderate income residents. The events are planned and conducted by the Crisfield Events Committee sponsored by the City of Crisfield. This project is funded by two grants designations previously received by the City of Crisfield from the federal government. The first of these two grants is for $800,000 and it requires matching funds of 20% from either the City of Crisfield or any non federal source. The City has acquired $100,000 of the required $160,000 but is still lacking $60,000. One of the two projects request in this CDBG cycle will be to request these matching funds. The second grant received from the Federal Government of $100,000 requires no matching funding.

     The second project that the City of Crisfield is requesting $540,000 in funding for is the acquisition of property located adjacent to and across the street from the Crisfield Waste Water Treatment Plant. The land will be used in support of operations for the placement of a Wind Turbine. Electricity generated by this wind turbine will be utilized by the treatment plant to reduce the cost of operating this facility. The effect of a re-duction in cost of operation will be a reduction in water and sewer bills paid by the Citizens of Crisfield. The City of Crisfield proposes to submit these applications to the State on or before the Friday, May 20, 2011 deadline. The public hearing will be held on Wednesday, May 11, 2011 at 5:45 p.m., consecutively, at the Crisfield City Hall, 319 W. Main St., Crisfield, MD, 21817.
