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DUE TO EXPECTED HIGH WATER ON THE STREETS AND PROPERTIES OF CRISFIELD, PROJECTED TO CREST AT 5 FEET BEFORE THE STORMS ARE OVER, THE CITY IS AGAIN MAKING THE FORMER CARVEL HALL PROPERTY AVAILABLE FOR CITIZENS TO PARK THEIR VEHICLES ON HIGH GROUND.  
THE GATE AT CARVEL HALL WILL BE OPENED AT NOON TODAY AND REMAIN OPEN AS LONG AS NECESSARY.  THERE ARE NO PLANS TO EVACUATE ANY AREAS AT THIS TIME, HOWEVER, ACCESS TO A NUMBER OF CITY STREETS WILL BE LIMITED TO JUST THE RESIDENTS OF THOSE SSTREETS DURING TIMES OF FLOODING.  PEOPLE ARE REMINDED THAT DRIVING FAST THROUGH FLOOD WATERS CAUSES DAMAGE TO PROPERTIES ALONG THE STREET AND WE APPRECIATE YOUR COOPERATION.
