Mayor Purnell called the meeting to order with the Lord’s Prayer and the

Pledge of Allegiance.  He welcomed everyone in attendance and noted that there was

a short agenda for this evening’s meeting.

POLICE DEPARTMENT PROMOTIONS


Mayor Purnell made reference to the loss of revenue to the City from the State

and noted that the police department had remained under budget.  At this time, he

called Chief Tabor forward for the awarding of two promotions to two members of

the Crisfield Police Department; Cpl. Jeff Merritt and Cpl. Rick Taylor to the rank of 

Sergeant.


Chief Tabor thanked the Mayor and Council for approving the promotions.


Councilman Lawson and Mayor Purnell commended the Department on the

fine job that they are doing.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Councilman Atkins made a motion to approve the four sets of minutes from the 

last meeting as submitted; Closed meeting – 11/11/09, Public Hearing – 11/11/09, Closed

meeting – 11/11/09 and Regular Meeting – 11/11/09.  Motion seconded by Councilman

Lawson and carried unanimously.

1st SESSION OF PUBLIC INPUT


Dean Goldsborough noted that the downtown Holiday decorations look great.

He also noted that the fall session of activities at the Salvation Army is over, but they

are in full Holiday mode.  He also invited that Mayor and Council for a spot ringing

the bell for the kettle drive.


Mr. Irving Saltz noted that he can attest to the efficiency of the Crisfield Police

Department has he has been pulled over on occasion.

Q & A MAYOR AND COUNCIL

Councilman Atkins noted that next Wednesday at 7:00 p.m., the Ricky Ward

Benefit Memorial Soccer tournament will be held at the Salvation Army Youth Club.


Councilwoman Johnson made reference to an issue concerning housing rehab
grant money going to the County, and the City not being eligible.  She advised that she

is working with Mary Rouzey from the State.  She advised that the City rehab applicants,

did however, receive weatherization grants.


Mr. Bradshaw, Inspector, noted that two of the homes to be rehabbed are going to

have to be replaced.


Councilwoman Johnson also noted that Shore Up now has rehab money.


Councilman Lawson made reference to negotiating with Sherwin Williams, the 

3.74 acre parcel of property on the Rubberset side of the industrial park.

After a brief discussion, Councilman Lawson made a motion that the City ap-

proach Rubberset about acquiring a portion of the property, have Mr. Bradshaw look
at the setbacks and Mr. Chris Custis do a survey.  Motion seconded by Councilman 

Atkins and carried unanimously.


In reference to the municipal park, Councilman Lawson noted that Goldsborough 

would be pouring concrete around the picnic tables.  He also advised that he will be 

obtaining signs from DNR which will be posted showing the phases of the park sites.
Councilman Lawson noted that the electrical work is being finalized on 9th Street Street-
scape project.  He advised that the funding on the project has not been closed out and

rather than having the funds recaptured, spend the money for pavement on 7th and
8th Street.  The Mayor and Council concurred.  Councilman Lawson also noted that the
City has applied for two Community Legacy grants for next year and he would like 
Council input on how to spend it so the City will be ready when it comes in.


Councilman Lawson also advised that the 5-12 year old playground equipment 

has been ordered.


Mayor Purnell noted that the water meter kick-off meeting with the contractor

installing the meters was held Tuesday.  He advised that all households will be notified

and meters will be read immediately.   Mayor Purnell noted that the purpose is not to 

make money, but to save it.


Mayor Purnell noted that RFP’s are going out next week for the design of the

depot and the engineering and design of the industrial park.  He also noted that the an-

nexation process is moving forward.


Mr. Dize, City Manager, also noted that the contractor installing the water meters

has 180 days to get them in.


There being no further business for discussion, Councilwoman Johnson made a

motion to adjourn, seconded by Council Vice President Anderson and carried unani-

mously.
