INVOCATION & REVIEW OF AGENDA

 Mayor Purnell called the meeting to order with the Lord’s Prayer and the
Pledge of Allegiance.  He then reviewed the agenda for this evening’s meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Mayor Purnell requested approval of the minutes from the last meeting.

Councilman Lawson noted a correction on Page 6 ($1.5 “M”).  At this time, Councilman
Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the April 28, 2010 meeting with the
noted correction.  Motion seconded by Council Vice President Anderson and carried u-

nanimously. 
PRESENTATION OF PROCLAMATIONS


Mayor Purnell presented and read aloud a proclamation in honor of Mrs. Lucy

Sommers on her upcoming 100th Birthday.  Mrs. Sommers and her family thanked the

Mayor and Council for this presentation.


Mayor Purnell also read aloud a proclamation for Mr. Anthony Ward, which he
would be presenting at the NAACP Banquet on Friday.

1ST SESSION OF PUBLIC INPUT


Mayor Purnell commented that Public Input was originally established as a way 

for the Mayor and Council to listen to issues that the public had and address them later.


Mrs. Margo Green-Gale made reference to the dog issue at the Housing Authority

and advised that the resident hand-book  prohibits pets weighing more than 20 lbs and 

also advises that residents should call the police concerning vicious animals, who will in

turn contact Animal Control.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

SAFETY ISSUES/RECOMMENDATIONS FOR CRISFIELD HIGH SCHOOL


Councilman Lawson advised that an open forum at Crisfield High School should

be scheduled concerning this matter.  Councilman Atkins suggested a diagonal crosswalk

and also restrict parking on the west side of Somerset across the street from the school.


Councilman Lawson advised that a decision needs to be made as to where the
sidewalk is going to be.   He noted that the State is not concerned about having “no 

parking” on the West side as the residents live in a school zone.  Councilman Lawson
commented that the biggest concern is the line of site on the east side.  A Public Hearing
will be scheduled.

STREET PAVING


Mayor Purnell noted that the next item was street paving and advised that 

American Paving had been down to give prices.  

Councilman Lawson reviewed the ranking of streets for paving with additional

information and suggested also adopting a $1500 cost in the paving contract for 
mobilization.  

He advised that due to the extent of the Chesapeake project, he would like

like to hold this until this Fall.


Mayor Purnell also noted that two additional pt. people have been hired to

assist with the concrete work.


Councilman Lawson suggested approving the $120K for paving the streets ranked 
2nd, 3rd, 4th and 5th, moving forward with the City constructing drainage, not spending 
our  assets, but borrowing the money to be paid back over 5 years with a maximum to 
spend during the process, of $250K.  

At this time, Councilman Lawson made a motion, based on the figure of $120K,

for paving the streets ranked 2nd, 3rd, 4th and 5th, and contingent upon in-house 

installation and completion of concrete and drainage work that American Paving be 
notified to mobilize and pave the streets ranked 2nd, 3rd, 4th and 5th, then stopping and 
starting the Chesapeake area, borrowing money to do the first four and paying it back 
over 5 years, deciding whether or not to use City resources in the Fall.  Motion seconded
by Councilman Atkins and carried unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS
EVENT APPLICATION REQUEST


Mayor Purnell reviewed an Event Application request from Jerry Hardesty for a

Wine Festival to be held on 10th Street on June 19, 2010.  Approval so moved by
Councilman Dize, seconded by Councilwoman Johnson and carried unanimously.

2ND SESSION OF PUBLIC INPUT


No Public Input was offered at this session.

Q & A MAYOR AND COUNCIL


Councilwoman Johnson inquired of Mr. Bradshaw, Inspector, if Dollar General
had contacted him for permits for their upcoming renovations.  Mr. Bradshaw advised 

that they had not contacted him, but would not need a permit unless there are structural

changes. 

Councilman Lawson advised that the three pads are in for the picnic pavilion. 
He commented that he has served 8 years with the purpose of improving the community
and quality of life for the citizens of Crisfield.  He advised that he would like to serve

again as he has enjoyed serving and wants to continue.


Mayor Purnell noted that the rest of the property for the Industrial Park will be 

available as of June 1st.  At that time, George, Miles and Buhr will begin the design

process.


Mr. Bradshaw noted that the money for the depot renovations should be awarded

on June 1, 2010.  Mayor Purnell noted that work there would begin after Labor Day.

Mayor Purnell also noted that the RFP for the wind turbine went out today.


Mayor Purnell again noted that the installation of water meters is not to raise

bills but conserve water.  He noted that the meters will be read for three months to ob-

tain an average, before customers are billed through metering.  Mayor Purnell noted that

he hopes to save money by processing less water and that the meters were funded by

a grant.  


Councilwoman Johnson commented that six of the 22 applicants for the housing 

rehab loans had finally been approved, with some people getting new homes.


Mayor Purnell noted that Mr. Cockey had met with the Ethics Committee earlier

this afternoon.  Mr. Cockey advised that the Committee will be meeting in the next few

weeks.  He also advised that the City needs to amend their Ethics Ordinance, which he

would prepare.


There being no further business for discussion, Councilwoman Johnson made a

motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Dize and carried unanimously.


Meeting adjourned at 7:20 p.m.
