Mayor Purnell called the meeting to order with the Lord’s Prayer and the Pledge

of Allegiance.  


At this time, Mayor Purnell reviewed the evening’s agenda.  He also noted that

the Wind Turbine bids are being evaluated and noted that the City can’t award the bid

until the grant award is received.


Mayor Purnell requested approval of the minutes.  Councilman Atkins made a 

motion to approve the Minutes from the Swearing In Ceremony of July 12, 2010 and the
Regular Meeting of July 28, 2010 as written.  Motion seconded by Councilman Dize and

carried unanimously.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

PARKING ORDINANCES FOR CRISFIELD  HIGH SCHOOL


Mr. Bradshaw, Inspector, noted that the parking regulations are already in the

Code concerning this area, but he would draft Ordinances for the next meeting with the

specifics as set by the Council.

NEW BUSINESS
REVENUE RECOVER KIT & RESOLUTION


Mayor Purnell reviewed a presentation from Maryland Municipal League con-

cerning recovery of revenue lost from the State and also a Resolution to be submitted
to the State General Assembly.


At this time, Councilman Lawson made a motion to adopt Resolution 377.

Motion seconded by Councilman Dize and carried unanimously.

REQUEST FOR PERMIT OF INGRESS/EGRESS


Mr. Bradshaw reviewed a request from Larry Laird for a permit of ingress/

egress to a dock he is purchasing at the Small Boat Harbor.  He noted that Mr. Laird

has provided the proper documentation.


At this time, Councilman Lawson made a motion to approve the request for a

permit of ingress/egress.  Motion seconded by Councilman Atkins and carried unani-

mously.

2ND SESSION OF PUBLIC INPUT


Mr. Robert Hooks mad reference to a panhandler on Main Street who is begging 
for money.  He requested that the Mayor and Council look into an ordinance

prohibiting it.


Mr. Lamount Potter commented that there is a golf cart in the parking lot.


Mr. Elmer Barclay inquired about the next streets to be paved.

MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORT

Councilman Lawson commented that Valerie Mann is working on the 3rd 

Park Grant for fencing, security cameras, age 2-5 playground and restroom facilities.


Councilman Atkins made reference to the golf cart issue and advised that he
had discussed the matter with Delegate Norman Conway.  Mr. Conway advised that

he would contact him in November.


Mayor Purnell noted that the surveyor would be at the industrial park site on

Friday to re-check the site.  He advised that GMB would be meeting with the Mayor and 
Council on Wed. August 18th at 6:00 p.m. and construction should begin in the next 30 
days.


Councilman Lawson requested that Public Works put in concrete monuments  
inead of stakes.


Mayor Purnell made reference to a letter from Bearing Construction regarding

payment from the City and noted that a meeting is being scheduled for next week with

the State of Maryland, Lenny Gold, Davis, Bowen and Friedel, Bearing Construction and

Paulson.  He advised that he is not concerned about paying Bearing, but being able to 

meet State permit requirements.  He also made reference to asking the State for a docu-
ment excusing the City from these requirements if we have to close out the project.


Councilman Atkins questioned the need for Mr. Cockey to be present at that

meeting.  Mayor Purnell advised that he would like to only meet with that group.


Mayor Purnell advised Dr. Whittington to meet with Mr. Bradshaw to follow-up

from the last meeting.


Mr. Bradshaw made reference to the removal of the Team USA trailer.  He also 
noted that he is meeting with PAX River Naval Station on Friday concerning the

location of the wind turbine.


Mayor Purnell noted that he had spoken with the Public Service Commission con-

cerning the City becoming an entity.


There being no further business for discussion, Councilman Lawson made a mo-

tion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Atkins and carried unanimously.
