MINUTES


The Mayor and Council and Department Heads met in regular session on Wednesday, September 22, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. in the meeting room in City Hall.

Mayor Purnell called the meeting to order with the Lord’s Prayer and 
the Pledge of Allegiance.  He noted that Mr. Frock, Supt. of Public Utilities 
was attending a class, Councilman Dize was working and Council Vice 
President Johnson had an emergency arise.

At this time, Mayor Purnell reviewed the Agenda for the evening’s meeting.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Mayor Purnell requested review of the old Minutes.  Councilman Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes from the Special Meeting of August 18, 2010 and the Regular Meeting of September 8, 2010 as written.  Motion seconded by Councilman Anderson and carried unanimously.
DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS


Chief Mike Tabor presented his monthly report, highlighting crime comparison from 09-10.  He passed out a hand-out concerning National Take Back Initiative concerning the disposal of pharmaceuticals.  He also made reference to a Gang Awareness Training Seminar and made reference to the existence of gangs in Crisfield.


Chief Tabor also reviewed slides concerning the update of parking citation fees in section 106-25 of the City Code.  He also noted that CPD has the ability to have tags flagged for excessive unpaid citations.


Councilman Lawson commented that he is okay with all of the increases except the $100 littering fine as he feels it would be hard for officers to write.  Councilman Atkins suggested making it highly publicized.


At this time, Councilman Lawson made a motion that Chief Tabor’s recommendation for fine increases in section 106-25 be accepted for First Reader.  Motion seconded by Councilman Anderson and carried unanimously. 

Mr. Austin Cox addressed the Chief concerning speeding.  Chief Tabor advised that this is addressed under traffic laws.


Mayor Purnell also noted that the crosswalk signs will be addressed by State Highway.  He commented that 4th & Cove also needs a crosswalk.
APPOINTMENTS – BEN EVANS RE: NEIGHBORING RESOLUTION


Mr. Ben Evans appeared before the Mayor and Council concerning the promotion of a Neighboring Resolution through which people help people on a one on one basis.


At this time, Councilman Lawson made a motion to adopt Neighboring Resolution # 380.  Motion seconded by Councilman Atkins and carried unanimously.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS CONT’D

Joyce L. Morgan, Clerk-Treasurer, presented the Income and Expense report for the months of July and August.


Noah Bradshaw, Inspector, presented his monthly report, highlighting its contents.  Mayor Purnell commented, for those in attendance, that rental units must be re-inspected each time a tenant changes.  He noted that this is a public safety issue.

Mayor Purnell made reference to the recent Maryland Energy Administration visit regarding obtaining $4.5M in capital dollars for the proposed wind turbine which would save the City $400K per year.

UNIFINISHED BUSINESS

Borrowing Resolution 379


Mrs. Morgan noted that, in reference to Borrowing Resolution 379, BBT bank was out and PNC was next in line.  She advised that she was waiting to verify that it would be a non-secure loan.  Councilman Lawson noted that he would be okay with a phone poll once the information was obtained.
2nd Reader Ethics Ordinances


At this time, the Mayor and Council concurred that 2nd Reader of these Ordinances be held until the October meeting, for further clarification with a motion by Councilman Atkins to table the matter, seconded by Councilman Lawson and carried unanimously.
Event Application – Halloween Parade


Mayor Purnell reviewed the letter of request and the Event Application and Liability Insurance Certificate for the Annual Kiwanis sponsored Halloween Parade.


Approval so moved by Councilman Lawson, seconded by Councilman Anderson and carried unanimously.


Mrs. Morgan also noted that where Halloween falls on Sunday, Trick or Treat would be observed on Saturday.
PUBLIC INPUT


Mr. Irving Saltz noted that he had not received an answer to a letter he had submitted earlier this year.  Mayor Purnell apologized and advised that he would be replying within the next few days.


Mr. Robert Hooks reiterated the need for a panhandling ordinance as the one on the books doesn’t help the Police Department.  He also reiterated the need for a speed reduction sign in front of Dollar General.


Mr. John Dize commented that people have been using the crosswalks and asked that they be continued up the highway.
M&C Q&A, DISCUSSION


Councilman Anderson noted for Council Vice President Johnson, that Mr. Jim Slipper has offered the use of his vacant lot on 7th & Main for yard sales.

Councilman Lawson noted that the “no littering” signs are in works.  He advised that he and the Mayor and attended the Board of Public Works hearing today and requested that Verizon be contacted concerning proceeding with underground utilities.

Councilman Lawson made reference to the disrepair of the Clarence Sterling building.  Mr. Bradshaw, Inspector, advised that he would send a letter concerning it’s condition to Mr. Corrado.

Councilman Lawson noted that the City had lost $400K in Highway User funds and had spent $413K on street infrastructure.  He made reference to the list of 10 preferred streets compiled earlier in the year.

Councilman Lawson noted that the City received from the Board of Public Works today, $136K for Phase IV of the Municipal Park and Trails project.  He also noted that a Rails to Trails grant will be looked into.


Mayor Purnell also made reference to meeting today with the Board of Public Works and commented that the City applies for every grant out there.  He noted that the City had just received a grant from for the airport for tree removal with a weather system grant available.  Mayor Purnell commented that the City has looked in every area for a sewer replacement grant with no luck so far.  He noted that the crosswalks are courtesy of SHA.  Mayor Purnell also made reference to negotiating the contract with GMB for the industrial park.

There being no further business for discussion, Councilman Anderson made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Atkins and carried unanimously.
