Mayor’s  Welcome, Invocation, Lord’s Prayer and Pledge of Allegiance

Mayor Purnell called the meeting to order, opening with the Lord’s
Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.  He reviewed the Agenda for this 

evening’s meeting.  
Approval of Minutes

After reviewing the minutes from the Public Hearing and the Regular 

Meeting of October 28th, 2009, Councilman Lawson made a motion that

they be approved.  Motion seconded by Councilman Dize and carried unani-

mously.

1st Session of Public Input


No public input was offered at this time.   Mayor Purnell commented 
about a Sound-off article concerning disincorporation of the City.

Unfinished Business – 

Somers Cove Motel Extension of Sub-lease


Councilman Lawson made reference to an earlier meeting with Mr.
Joe Corrado and associates concerning the Somers Cove Motel.  At this 

time, Councilman Lawson made a motion to extend the sub-lease for one

year.   Motion seconded by Councilman Dize and carried unanimously.

Re-schedule of Fly-in


Mayor Purnell noted for information, that the previously approved

fly-inn had been re-scheduled to November 14.

New Business
Maintenance Agreement Somers Cove Marina


Mayor Purnell presented the Council with a maintenance agreement 

between the Somers Cove Marina Commission, DNR and the City.

Mr. Cockey, City Solicitor, noted that this was a routine agreement for

maintenance of the portion of 9th Street abutting the Marina, that was re-

done through the street-scape project.


After a brief discussion, Councilman Lawson made a motion to accept

the 10 year Somers Cove Marina Maintenance Agreement.   Motion second-

ed by Council Vice President Anderson and carried unanimously.

Approval of $1000 for Engineering Drawing – 9th Street Storm water 
Outfall



Mayor Purnell requested Council approval for the expenditure of 

$1,000 for an engineering drawing for storm drains on 9th Street.  The 

drawings would be provided to the State.


At this time, Councilman Dize made a motion to approve the expendi-
ture of $1,000 for the engineering drawing.  Motion seconded by Council-

woman Johnson and carried unanimously.

Event Application – Christmas Parade


At this time, Councilman Dize made a motion to approve the Event

Application request for the annual Crisfield Christmas Parade.   Motion

seconded by Council Vice President Anderson and carried unanimously.

Request for Input From Building Inspector

Mr. Noah Bradshaw, Inspector, addressed the Mayor and Council 

concerning rental units that are not being inspected.  He asked that they

consider an amnesty period for inspection until 12/31/09, after which time

fines will be imposed.  At this time, Councilman Lawson made a motion

that landlords be given an amnesty period until 12/31/09 for registration
and inspection and as of 1/2/10, the Inspector shall move forward with

imposition of fines.  Motion seconded by Council Vice President Anderson

and carried unanimously.


Councilman Dize commented that some landlords would rather spend
$250 on a fine, than make corrections.  Mr. Bradshaw noted that most cor-

rections aren’t costly.

2nd Session of Public Input


No public input was offered at this session.

M&C Q &A

Councilman Lawson thanked the police officer who handled the re-
port of the 27 street lights that were out.  He asked that a bi-monthly inspect-

tion on street lights be done.

Councilman Lawson made reference to Chief Tabor’s report 

evaluating parking permit fees and fines.  He asked that the Council consider 
the fine increase as proposed by the Chief.


Councilman Lawson also made reference to the increase in the park-
ing fee for the downtown parking lot to $5.00 per night or $30 per month, 

as enacted by Chief Tabor.  He also made reference to the additional funds

collected by the Police Department through confiscation of drug money.
Councilman Lawson commended Chief Tabor on his report.


Councilman Dize noted that some side parking lots need to be left

open in the downtown parking lot.


Councilman Atkins requested that the matter of increasing fines be

held for Council review.


Councilman Lawson also noted that Officer Daisey had prepared the

street light report.


Mayor Purnell noted that the City had received a $1,157,000 grant for

water meters.  He advised that a meeting with the contractor will soon be
held.


Mayor Purnell noted that a representative from the State Job Service

will be here on Friday regarding the Elevate America program which offers 

free vouchers for Microsoft training.


Mayor Purnell commended Councilwoman Johnson on her hard work

in getting 21 housing rehab loans processed.  He also advised that all of the

applicants will receive weatherization grants.


Councilman Dize requested a moment to acknowledge that today

is Veteran’s Day.


Mayor Purnell noted that it is important to honor all Veteran’s.


There being no further business for discussion, Councilman Dize

made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilwoman Johnson and carried

unanimously.
