Crisfield Police Department / Crime Approach

· Every Crime reported is investigated to the fullest extent of the law. 

· Relentless follow up of each individual crime.

· Each investigation is geared towards arrest of the criminal involved. The FBI National Average of Clearance of Crime is 32%; Crisfield Police Department’s was 80% in 2009.

· Real time investigations with a sense of urgency.

· Emphasized criminal prosecution with the State’s Attorney’s office.

· Prevention measures such as ghost cars etc.

· Target Repeat Offenders (10% of repeat offenders commit 90% of the crime) Effort to arrest these offenders is constant.

· Target Parole & Probation violators with the assistance of Parole & Probation to take hardened criminals off the street.

· Continued targeted enforcement of drug dealers & drug users. Reduces crime by them being off the street and then they don’t steal or commit crime to support their habit.

· Help & provide support, to drug users seeking rehabilitation. 

· Increased foot patrols throughout Crisfield. Concentrating on crime problems.

· The addition of a Domestic Violence Officer to CPD. 14 Domestic Violence cases in 2009, 14 Clearances of the cases. Solvability 100%.  

· Targeted Patrol Enforcement on specific areas prone to real time problems (ComStat).

· Daily Readout / orders given daily to patrol officers of recent problems and lookouts.

· Special details specifically designed to address the crime issue, (i.e. plainclothes burglary details etc.)

· Investigation of Cold Case Crimes 

SEX OFFENDER REGISTRY OFFICER
The Crisfield Police Department has initiated its own Sex Offense Registry Officer. Crisfield has (5) Sex Offenders living in the City of Crisfield, our officer will do monthly checks on these individuals. (Background)
