Lord’s Prayer, Pledge of Allegiance, Invocation


Mayor Purnell opened the meeting with the Lord’s Prayer and the Pledge of Al-

legiance.  He then reviewed the agenda for the evening’s meeting.

Approval of  Minutes


Councilman Atkins made motion to approve the minutes from the Public Hear-

ing of June 9th, with a correction on page 2 and the Regular Meeting of June 9, 2010.
Motion seconded by Councilman Dize and carried unanimously.

1st Session of Public Input


Mr. Robert Hooks congratulated the Mayor and Council on their re-election and
made reference to unfound comments.

Department Head Reports


Chief Mike Tabor, presented his monthly report, highlighting its contents and
also the 09-10 yearly crime comparison.  


Harold W. Frock, Sr., Supt. of Public Utilities/Works, presented his monthly re-

port, highlighting its contents.   Mayor Purnell inquired as to when the water meter
installers would be back in town.  Mr. Frock advised that they are scheduled to return

on September 1st.


Mayor Purnell made reference to closing out the paperwork concerning the

WWTP upgrade and advised that the City would need to meet with the Secretary of 

the Environment and her advisors concerning issues regarding the upgrade and money

that the City owes due to problems with the design.


Mayor Purnell also made reference to repairs of a water leak on Chesapeake 

Avenue and Richardson, noting that a 6” line is leaking, with 18” of concrete that must be

broken through to get to it.


Joyce L. Morgan, Clerk-Treasurer, presented her monthly report, reviewing the

budget at 11 months.

NEW BUSINESS


Mayor Purnell presented a letter of appreciation from Shore Up to the Crisfield

Police Department, a “Thank You” letter from the Elks concerning the Wounded 
Warriors visit, and three Event Applications concerning Crab Derby Events.

At this time, Councilman Dize made a motion to approve the three Event Appli-

cations for Crab Derby events.  Motion seconded by Councilwoman Johnson and carried

unanimously.


Councilman Lawson made reference to the sale of the Collins Street property to
the Library Board for $195K; $40K of which will go to construction of a shared parking

lot and $40K will go toward the Library Board for their new building.  Councilman Law-

son presented the Council with a spread sheet of  monies received and expenditures.


Councilman Lawson advised that a motion is needed to approve the dedication of
the $195K from the sale of the Collins Street property to be dedicated to park improve-

ments, minus $80K = $115K, with expenditures approve by the Council.

After a brief discussion, Councilwoman Johnson made a motion that the money

from the sale of the Collins Street property be dedicated to capital projects and recreation

associated with the park; with $40K to be used to co-develop a parking lot to be shared

by the Park and library and $40K to be pledged to the library for land acquisition.  Mo-

tion seconded by Councilman Lawson and carried unanimously.

Councilman Lawson made reference to the balance of  $115K .  He commented

that last year, at the end of the season, he asked the Summer Youth workers what could

be done to improve the program and they advised that they would like to have good e-

quipment to work with.  He also made reference to recent notification that it would

cost the City an additional $3,000 to insure them as drivers.  Councilman Lawson pre-

sented the Mayor and Council with a price list for one blower, three Stihl weed eaters,

a weed sprayer, wheel barrows,  a John Deer mower and a gator with a cart for a total
cost of $23,275 and made reference to using the $115K balance for the purchase of this

equipment.


A lengthy discussion followed concerning the use and street legality of the 
gator.  Councilwoman Johnson asked if a decision is needed tonight.  Councilman

Lawson advised that it was.  He commented that gators are used at the Marina and

Janes Island park.  After further discussion, Councilman Atkins stated that the City

needs to know what is or isn’t legal.


Mayor Purnell advised that he is okay with spending $3,000 to insure the

youth drivers.  


Councilman Atkins suggested seeing if it could be pro-rated and to see if 

full-time employees can use the gator.

At this time, Councilman Atkins made a motion to approve the purchase of

the blower, 3 weed eaters, 2 wheel barrows, a tank sprayer, and the John Deere 72” cut 

mower.  Motion seconded by Councilman Lawson and carried unanimously.
2nd Session of Public Input


Mr. Lamount Potter inquired if use of golf carts is legal.  Mayor Purnell advised

that he would have get an answer.

Mayor & Council Q & A and Report


Councilman Atkins made reference to sandwich-board signs being illegal ac-

cording to City Code.  He advised that he would like to review the Code Book, with 

Council and citizen input, for irrelevant laws such as this, that don’t make sense.


Councilman Dize had no comment.


Council Vice President Anderson thanked everyone for electing him for

four more years.


Councilman Lawson made reference to another “dumb” law in the Code that

you can’t paint a sign on a building and advised that he agrees with Councilman Atkins.


Mayor Purnell advised that this week he had written two grants; for the Collins

Street Pier and Depot Improvements, which were submitted today.


Councilwoman Johnson congratulated the Mayor and Council elect.


There being no further business for discussion, Councilwoman Johnson made a

motion to adjourn, seconded by Council Vice President Anderson and carried unanimous-

ly.


Councilman Lawson requested that the Council reconvene in a Closed Session.
