MINUTES

The Mayor and City Council met in regular session on Wednesday, May 11, 2011

at 6:00 p.m. in the meeting room in City Hall.

Mayor Purnell called the meeting to order opening with the Lord’s Prayer and the

Pledge of Allegiance.  


Mayor Purnell noted that Councilman Atkins had to leave the meeting early and 

asked that the Council defer to New Business – First Readers for the Water, Sewer and
Garbage Increase Ordinances and 2011-2012 Budget.


At this time, Councilman Lawson made a motion to approve for first reader, an

Ordinance increasing charges for water service.   Motion seconded by Councilman 
Anderson and carried unanimously.


At this time, Councilman Atkins made a motion to approve for first reader, an
Ordinance increasing charges for sewer service.  Motion seconded by Councilman Kona-

pelsky and carried unanimously.


At this time, Councilman Anderson made a motion to approve for first reader an
Ordinance increasing garbage collection charges.  Motion seconded by Council Vice

President Johnson and carried unanimously.


At this time, Councilman Anderson made a motion to adopt for first reader, the

2011-2012 Budget Ordinance.  Motion seconded by Councilman Atkins and carried 

unanimously.

RELAY FOR LIFE PROCLAMATION

Mayor Purnell read aloud a Relay for Life Proclamation designating May 22nd
through June 5th as  “Paint Somerset County Purple for Relay for Life” and presented

the proclamation to Vicki Nelson.  Council Vice President Johnson made a motion to

adopt the Proclamation, Seconded by  Councilman Anderson and carried unanimously

Ms. Nelson accepted the proclamation and presented a purple bow to the Mayor to be 
displayed at City Hall.

National Kids to Park Day

Mayor Purnell read aloud the National Kids to Park Day Proclamation designated 
for May 21st and noted that this is appropriate with all of the work being done at the City 
Park.

At this time, Council Vice President Johnson made a motion to approve the 

Proclamation.  Motion seconded by Councilman Anderson and carried unanimously.


Councilman Lawson noted that the “No Trespassing” signs had been placed at

the park due to safety issues.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Councilman Atkins made a motion to approve the minutes from the Special  
Meeting of April 21, 2011.  Motion seconded by Councilman Konapelsky and carried
unanimously.  

Councilman Atkins made reference to a correction in information of the Regular 

Minutes of April 13, 2011 on page 4.  Councilman Konapelsky noted that now localities

may opt out of the sprinkler requirement.  Councilman Anderson made a motion to ap-
prove the Minutes from the meeting of April 13, 2011.  Motion seconded by Councilman

Atkins and carried unanimously.


BANK


Mrs. Morgan, Clerk-Treasurer, briefed the Mayor and Council on proposal from

Hebron Savings Bank offering the use of a portal for on-line bill paying for the City’s

water/sewer and taxes.  She noted that there would be no credit card machine at City 

Hall.  Mrs. Morgan also noted that there would be no service charge for use of a debit

card.  She inquired if the City would want to include the credit card option.

After further discussion, it was determined that the Council should discuss the

matter with Mrs. Morgan and bring it back to the department head meeting.

CRISFIELD ASSOCIATES SUB-LEASE


Mayor Purnell made reference to a request from Crisfield Associates for an

extension of the sub-lease agreement for the Somers Cove Motel.


Mayor Purnell explained the lease to Councilman Konapelsky who inquired
if there were any problems with the property.  Mr. Bradshaw, Inspector, noted that there

were no official problems.


After further discussion, Councilman Lawson made a motion to approve the
sub-lease agreement for a one year extension.   Motion seconded by Council Vice Presi-

dent Johnson and carried unanimously.

BATHROOM VANDALISM


Mayor Purnell presented slides of recent vandalism to the Brick Kiln beach

restrooms as well as a price quote from Mr. Frock for the repairs.


Councilman Konapelsky suggested using a deer camera.  Mayor Purnell advised

that this is being addressed.


After further brief discussion, Councilman Lawson made a motion to authorize 

the repairs.   Motion seconded by Councilman Anderson and carried unanimously.


Councilman Lawson requested that a letter be sent to the Legion thanking them
for use of the beach and advising that the City will continue to keep the grass cut.
STORMWATER MANAGEMENT ORDINANCE


Mr. Bradshaw, Inspector, presented for the Council’s review and First Reader,

the new Stormwater Management Ordinance.  Mr. Cockey noted that the adoption was

mandatory.


At this time, Councilman Konapelsky made a motion to adopt for First Reader, 

the Stormwater Management Ordinance.  Motion seconded by Council Vice President
Johnson and carried unanimously. 
CURB, GUTTER AND SIDEWALK BID OPENING – SIDEWALK OUTSIDE OF 

THE MARINA FENCE


Mrs. Morgan, Clerk-Treasurer, opened and read aloud the one bid that was re-

ceived; from Goldsborough Construction in the amount of $28,800.  


During a brief discussion, Councilman Konapelsky expressed concern that only

one bid had been received.  Mayor Purnell noted that the bid request had been properly

advertised.


Approval so moved by Councilman Lawson, seconded by Councilman Anderson

and carried unanimously.

EVENT APPLICATION REQUESTS


Mayor Purnell presented a request from the Events Planner on behalf of Jerry 

Hardesty to hold a Bike Event on Sunday, May 29th.  Approval so moved by Council

Vice President Johnson, seconded by Councilman Konapelsky and carried unanimously.


Mayor Purnell presented an Event Application for the annual Soft Shell Fair

to be held on May 29th.  Approval so moved by Councilman Anderson, seconded by 

Council Vice President Johnson and carried unanimously.


Mayor Purnell presented an application from Friends of the Airport for a Fly-In

on June 4, 2011.  Councilman Anderson made a motion to approve the request, contin-

gent upon receipt of the liability insurance certificate.  Motion seconded by Council Vice

President Johnson and carried unanimously.

CDBG RESOLUTION


Mayor Purnell made reference to the earlier CDBG Public Hearing held at 5:45 

p.m.  At this time, he presented Resolution 388- A Maryland Community Development
Block Grant Program resolution, funding from which would be used to renovate and re-

place sections of the Crisfield Depot and for the acquisition of property located adjacent

to and across the street from the Crisfield Waste Water Treatment Plant in support of 

operations for the placement of a Wind Turbine.  After a brief discussion, Council Vice

President Johnson made a motion to adopt Resolution 388.  Motion seconded by 
Councilman Anderson and carried unanimously.

PUBLIC INPUT

Mr. John Dize commented about looking into credit card fees and cash discounts.


Mr. Calvin Rayfield commented that the Crisfield City Park is located on what

was known as Wilson Street, not Collins Street.


Mr. Robert Hooks commented concerning the two police cars that were retired 

and why one was put back into use when it was determined to be unsafe.


Mayor Purnell advised that repairs were made to it to be used in Public Utilities.

Councilman Lawson commented that it would not be used in any “hot” pursuits.

MAYOR AND COUNCIL Q&A


Councilwoman Johnson noted that next Thursday, the Department of 

Housing would be down at 10:30 to look at the rehabbed houses. She also made 
reference to information concerning a proposed Community Health Fair and the

“Let’s Move” initiative.


Councilman Lawson made reference to giving an update concerning the park.

He also noted that the utilities there are now underground.  He also commented concern-
ing the upcoming spring activities and made reference to getting a price for flower pots,

to work with the Chamber.   Councilman Lawson noted that the next round of sidewalk

goes to the 4th Street and Housing Authority areas.  Mr. Bradshaw noted that the appli-

cation has to go before Critical Areas.


Mayor Purnell noted that the Corp of Engineers will be coming down to look at

Great Point.  He also noted that the grant had been submitted to MEMA for tidegates as

well as a half a million dollar grant submitted for the remodeling of the Carvel Hall 

building.


There being no further business for discussion, Council Vice President Johnson

made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Anderson and carried unanimously.
