PRAYER, PLEDGE & INVOCATION

Mayor Purnell called the meeting to order, opening with the Lord’s Prayer and
the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor Purnell went on to review the Agenda for this evening’s
meeting.

Mr. Mark Konapelsky commented on recent budget cuts and the cutting of the

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS


Chief Mike Tabor, presented his monthly report highlighting its contents.  Mayor

Purnell noted that crime is down 81%.  Councilman Lawson thanked the Chief for the 

police presence on Maryland and Richardson Avenue.


Harold W. Frock, Superintendent of Public Utilities, presented his monthly report

highlighting its contents.  


Mayor Purnell also noted that the RFP for the wind turbine at the WWTP has 

gone out.


Councilman Lawson commended the Public Works department for their hard

work in getting the exhibit facility ready at the Park for Memorial Day.


Councilman Atkins inquired about the status of the preventative measures to

prevent the sewer stoppage that occurred earlier this year on 8th Street.  Mr. Frock ad-

vised that his department will set up yearly inspections.
