Sidewalk 2012 part 2

The City of Crisfield applied for a grant from the Maryland Department of
Housing and Community Development through the Community Legacy Program
to replace defective curb, gutter, and sidewalk. Due to the initial success of this
program, we are now ready to begin Phase Il. This program will run until October
1, 2012 or until remaining funds are exhausted.

The city is now ready to begin utilize the remaining funds to expand the program
to all properties including rental, secondary homes, and commercial. The city
inspector will validate the necessity for replacement. The City will replace all three
curb, gutter, and sidewalk. The sidewalk will be of the same size as presently
exists. The City of Crisfield will pay for the curb and gutter and you will be
responsible for the cost of the sidewalk. You will be billed for the sidewalk over
three years, one third of the cost of the sidewalk each year with no interest charges.

This opportunity will exist on a first come basis until October 1, 2012, or
exhaustion of the funding. Funds will be used to replace extremely derelict
sidewalks throughout the city.

The time limits exists because we need to expend the funding within a grant cycle
and planning and contracting time are required to complete this project. Please
contact City Hall at 410-968-1333, if you are interested.
