Crisfield’s Automated Enforcement Program 
Description and Goals

What is The City of Salisbury’s Automated Speed Enforcement Program?
The City of Crisfield Automated Speed Enforcement Program is a safety program focused on changing driver behavior through a comprehensive effort involving engineering, education, and enforcement.  The City of Crisfield’s Automated Speed Enforcement Program uses automated speed enforcement to enhance the safety of motorists and pedestrians within the incorporated limits of The City of Crisfield.

What is the goal of Crisfield’s Automated Speed Enforcement Program?
The City of Crisfield’s program goal is to send a clear message that aggressive driving is a dangerous driving habit that threatens the safety of both pedestrians and other drivers alike.  Salisbury’s Automated Enforcement Program has been a proven force multiplier for the effects of the police in gaining roadway safety and controlling speed and aggressive driving within area school zones.  

How does the Program Work?
Automated speed enforcement systems are deployed throughout The City of Crisfield, Maryland and complement the existing speed enforcement efforts of The City of Crisfield Police Department.  School zones must be within the incorporated limits of the City of Crisfield.
Automated speed enforcement systems are comprised of a speed measurement device, camera, and a computer.  Speed measuring devices identify motorists traveling 12mph or more over the posted speed limit. Cameras capture license plate images of violations and computers record all of the relevant data associated with the violation. 
When a speed violation occurs, the automated speed enforcement equipment records:
•	The date
•	The time
•	The speed of the vehicle
[bookmark: _GoBack]A citation that includes images of the violating vehicle is then mailed to the registered owner of the vehicle.  Once the violator receives the citation, payment, request for appeal, or written correspondence can be mailed to The City of Crisfield Automated Speed Enforcement Program, P.O. What are the advantages of speed cameras?
Traffic volumes and the number of drivers have risen faster than the availability of officers whose routine duties include traffic law enforcement. In some jurisdictions, available traffic enforcement resources have declined as apprehension of violent criminals and homeland security efforts take priority. In addition, it may be difficult to observe speeds at the worst places and times. In congested areas, there may be no place to pull over violators without creating hazards.
Automated speed enforcement can substantially reduce speeding on a wide range of roads. Institute studies in Maryland, Arizona and the District of Columbia found that the proportion of drivers exceeding speed limits by more than 10 mph declined by 70, 88 and 82 percent, respectively, after cameras were introduced.
