INVOCATION, APPROVAL OF MINUTES, REVIEW OF AGENDA


Mayor Purnell called the meeting to order with the Lord’s Prayer and the

Pledge of Allegiance.  After review of the Minutes from the last meeting, Councilman

Atkins made a motion to approve the Minutes from May 26, 2010.  Motion seconded
by Councilman Dize and carried unanimously.  
1ST SESSION OF PUBLIC INPUT


No Public Input was offered at this time.

NEW BUSINESS


Mayor Purnell reviewed a Thank You card from Lucy Sommers and a Thank You

letter from the Jaycees for the annual Soft Shell Bike Ride.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS


Mayor Purnell presented for 2nd Reader, the 2010-2011 Budget.  Mayor Purnell 

advised that this is the same budget as the last 3 years with no raises.  He also noted that

$60K was lost due to re-assessment of properties.


Mrs. Morgan also noted that the City was exempt from holding a Constant Yield

hearing this year.


At this time, Councilman Lawson made a motion to adopt the 2010-2011 Budget

for 2nd Reader.  Motion seconded by Council Vice President Anderson and carried unan-

imously.


Mr. David Marquis questioned $3,000 for the depot and suggested charging usage

fees.


Mr. Robert Hooks inquired about public input for the budget.  Mr. Cockey ad-

vised that public input was offered at the meeting when it was adopted for First Reader.

Mr. Hooks also inquired about drug money that CPD confiscated.  Mayor Purnell advised
that this was put back into the PD budget.


Mrs. Carolyn Marquis thanked Councilman Lawson with his help concerning

some of her guests.  She also advised that DNR referred her Brick Kiln beach but a CPD
officer advised that there was no swimming there.


Councilman Lawson advised that DNR usually refers people to Flat Cap or Brick

Kiln.  He also noted that Brick Kiln is “loaned” to the City on a yearly basis, but the City
needs to develop a long-term relationship with them to apply for Open Space money to

improve the beach.  He advised that the City would try to get signage for brick kiln to 

warn of the risks, but it is okay to send swimmers there.  He added that maybe the officer

was speaking about the portion of the beach on the Water’s Edge side.  Mr. Cockey noted

that property owners can claim to the median point between high and low tide.


Mr. Reuben Evans commented that the park pavilion looks nice.

MAYOR AND COUNCIL Q & A


Councilman Lawson made reference to an example of poor infrastructure, noting

that the City will be paying for the Cove Street project till 2040.


Councilman Lawson noted that the picnic pavilion is done and he will be speak-

ing with Margaret Lashar, DNR about use of remaining funds to order two more picnic

tables, two trash cans and a barbeque grill.  He advised that signage is included in the

2nd year grant.


Councilman Lawson also commented that according to MML Ethics, the City is

not required to have public input.  He advised that the City offers public input, but it is
not required to and it is unfair to expect an immediate answer.


Councilman Lawson made reference to the Summer Youth Program and noted

that two of the applicants had a GPA that did not meet the 2.50 requirement.  He advised
that there were two that returned, including Charlie Tyler, as well as another new hire.

Councilman Lawson advised that the City needs to make a purchase of equipment for
their use.


Councilwoman Johnson noted that she is not up for re-election during this

term.  She made reference to City meetings being held previously in other places, the
first meeting being held at the Housing Authority.  She noted that the Mayor and Council

went out to look for people who needed housing rehab and also went to look for youth

who wanted to participate in the sailing program.


Councilman Atkins wished the Mayor and Council good luck in the upcoming

election.  


Mayor Purnell made reference to the portion of Somerset Avenue that had been

paved by the County and stated that it is easy to pave without infrastructure, but to run
the City like a business, infrastructure must be done prior to paving, to ensure that

the paving lasts.


There being no further business for discussion, Councilman Atkins made a motion

to adjourn, seconded by Councilwoman Johnson and carried unanimously.
