MINUTES

The Mayor and City Council and Department Heads met in regular session

on Wednesday, April 28, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. in the meeting room in City Hall.

Mayor Purnell called the meeting to order with the Lord’s Prayer and the Pledge

of Allegiance.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Council Vice President Anderson made a motion to approve the minutes from 
the regular meeting of April 14, 2010, as written.  Motion seconded by Councilwoman

Johnson and carried unanimously.

FIRST SESSION OF PUBLIC INPUT


No public input was offered during this session.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS

CHIEF MIKE TABOR presented his monthly report highlighting its contents.  He
also advised that an arrest was made today concerning the vandalism at Brick Kiln.  Chief 

Tabor also presented the B.B. gun that was used in two recent shootings of a car and 

a person riding a scooter.  He advised that Terrique Tenner and another juvenile had
been arrested for this incident.  Chief Tabor also advised that the Department is working
on an arrest concerning gun shots at the Housing Authority.  


Chief Tabor also noted that 1St. Sergeant Parkinson has done a phenomenal job

organizing the golf tournament for the Policeman’s Memorial.


JOYCE MORGAN, CLERK-TREASURER presented her monthly report,

reviewing income for the first 9 months.  She also noted that she had been preparing

for depositions concerning the depot lawsuit.  Mayor Purnell noted, for those in at-
tendance, that this concerned a lady who had fallen at the depot several years ago.


NOAH BRADSHAW, INSPECTOR, presented his monthly report, high-

lighting its contents. 


Councilman Lawson inquired if the building permit fee is based on the value
of the construction.  Mr. Bradshaw advised that they are now based on square footage.

Councilman Lawson thanked Mr. Lord and his department for their hard work and

also the Public Utilities department for their attention and hard work concerning a sewer 
problem on 9th Street, which prevented a more serious problem from occurring.
OLD BUSINESS


INDUSTRIAL PARK BID – DOLLAR AMOUNT

Mrs. Morgan opened bids as received; Davis, Bowen & Friedel - $75,000
total; Becker Morgan, $76,000 total; George, Mile, Buhr - $71,400.


During discussion, Councilman Lawson commented that George, Miles and

Buhr discussed land concepts during their presentation, they know the City well and
have a working knowledge of industrial park preparation and concepts and they are the
low bidder, therefore he is in favor of accepting their bid.


Councilman Dize and Councilman Atkins concurred.


At this time, Councilman Lawson made a motion that, in light of three good

presentations, based on the lower bid and presentation, the award of the industrial

park project go to George, Miles and Buhr.  Motion seconded by Council Vice Presi-

dent Anderson and carried unanimously.


OTHER UNFINISHED BUSINESS – 


Councilman Lawson noted that he had met with Roger Daugherty and the Mary-

land State Board of Education Public Transportation Supervisor concerning the safety

issue in front of Crisfield High School and reviewed the four recommendations that were
made as presented on power point. He noted that all four recommendations are tied to-
gether and will be implemented in September, if approved by the Council.


Councilman Lawson also reviewed an update concerning concrete work at the
Municipal Park to be done the 2nd and 3rd week in May.


Councilman Lawson also noted that he would defer the deed and bill of sale
preparation for the Collins Street property at this time as Mayor Purnell noted that 
Jennifer Ranck, Library Director, will be seeking additional grant money.


Councilman Lawson noted that Chesapeake Landscaping had received the bid

for the 9th and 7th Street streetscaping project.


Councilman Lawson also noted that American Paving has submitted prices for

street paving.


Councilman Lawson made reference to the 8th Street pavement and noted that

heavy rain had damaged its texture.  He advised that the City needs to use $3,000 from

Street Paving to repair the damage.  Councilman Lawson also noted that $5,800 from

Street Paving needs to be used for doing the curbing work on 8th Street.  He also advised
that the City needs to replace stones in the Cove Restaurant parking lot.


Mayor Purnell noted that the City needs to reconfirm the price from American

Paving for installing the crest on 8th Street.

Councilman Lawson made reference to the ongoing need for a storage building 
for City equipment and advised that he would like for Mr. Frock and Mr. Lord to come 

up with a plan to better utilize the storage that the City has.

2ND SESSION OF PUBLIC INPUT


Mr. Robert Hooks questioned the reason for sweeping at 4:30 a.m. on Sunday

morning, April 18th.  Mayor Purnell advised that he would find out.

Mr. Hooks also inquired if the owner of “Big Willeys” was ever contacted

concerning the 8th Street sidewalk.


Councilman Lawson advised that he met with them yesterday concerning

sidewalk and a parking area which must be designed for cars and pedestrian safety,
working with Chris Custis to design a plan.  He also noted that Mr. Patel, the owner,
understands and is okay with the possibility that the City may not get the grant funding

to finish the project.


Mr. Irving Saltz advised that he met with the Somers Cove Marina manager

concerning the guest registry.  Mr. Saltz advised that he would purchase the book and put

it on a stand.  


Councilman Lawson noted that there has been a guest registry at the Museum for

many years.

MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORT


Councilwoman Johnson commented that 75% of the employees at the new Food

Lion are Crisfield residents.  She also advised Mr. Hooks that she also had met with Mr.

Patel and that the City is not trying to slight their business as they contribute a lot to the 

City.


Councilman Lawson commented that the City needs to complete the sidewalk to

the Mill Lane ditch in front of the entrance to the water tower adjacent to Food Lion.


Councilman Lawson made reference to budget dilemmas in Princess Anne.  He
also noted that he would like to attend the MML Convention in June but, pending the

outcome of the June 16th election, asked to register late, paying the late fee.  Mayor 
Purnell advised that MML registration would be done for the Mayor and two Council
slots.


Mayor Purnell commented that Food Lion is great and the Manager advised him

that this was the best Grand Opening of any of the other recently opened stores.  Mayor

Purnell also advised that he had spoken to the Food Lion President about getting a van to

serve walking customers.


Mayor Purnell advised that he had presented the “Keys to the City” to builder

Brantley Tillman, who had commended Mr. Noah Bradshaw, Inspector, for his hard work

with the State of Maryland, in the permitting process.


Mayor Purnell noted that the forthcoming new library will be a great improve-
ment as well as the soon to be Industrial Park.  He also noted that there are some potential

tenants for the Industrial Park.


Mr. Austin Cox, Sr., inquired about the status of the water meter installation.

Mayor Purnell advised that all meters have been located and that the City will read the

meters for three or four months to obtain an average usage.  He advised that the purpose 

of the meters is to make people aware of how much water they use.  Mayor Purnell also

noted that all of the previous administrations had wanted meters installed.  He added that

the City needs to maintain the same income as now received through water billing, but 
hopes that there will be a savings in water used and processed.


Mr. Cox, making reference to Councilman Lawson’s’ previous comments 

concerning storage, noted that new metering equipment would need to be kept in storage.



Mr. Hooks commented that Dollar General is getting ready to do $1.5 in renova-

tions.


There being no further business for discussion, Councilman Lawson made a mo-

tion to adjourn, seconded by Council Vice President Anderson and carried unanimously.
