MINUTES

The Mayor and City Council and City Department Heads met in regular session
on Wednesday, July 13, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. in the meeting room in City Hall.

Mayor Purnell called the meeting to order, opening with the Lord’s Prayer and the

Pledge of Allegiance.  He reviewed the agenda for the evening’s meeting.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Mayor Purnell requested approval of the minutes from the past meetings.  Council

Vice President  Johnson made a motion to approve the minutes from the regular meeting

of June 8, 2011 and the special meeting of June 22, 2011.  Motion seconded by Council-

man Atkins and carried unanimously.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS


Chief Mike Tabor presented his monthly report, highlighting its contents.  He also

presented a flyer for a wanted suspect, Jason Sutton.  Chief Tabor noted that Red Speed 

would be putting down traffic study sensors in two locations.  Chief Tabor thanked ECI

for the fine  job they did painting inside CPD.


Chief Tabor made reference to the main street parking assessment and advised 

that 15 minute parking should be allowed in front of the Sweet Shop.

Mayor Purnell advised that Mrs. Morgan, Clerk Treasurer, was on vacation,

and he would be presenting her report later on.

Council Vice President Johnson noted that she feels Chief Tabor does a wonder-

ful job of keeping the Mayor and Council informed and catching criminals.


Harold W. Frock, Sr., Supt. of Public Utilities/Works, presented and highlighted

his monthly report.  Mr. Frock presented power point pictures of the section of blacktop
done on Wellington Road.


Mr. Frock made reference to the cost to put up cameras on Wellington Beach.  He

suggested putting up two solar lights and a camera closer to the building, as well as an 

alarm on the door.


Chief Tabor suggested piggybacking off of the Housing Authority’s system.


Mr. Frock made reference to garbage collection regulations and advised that he
is hopeful that residents will comply by the end of the month.  He advised that the City is

trying to work into compliance getting residents to adjust to having two cans first.


Councilman Lawson inquired about the number of municipal garbage cans.  Mr.

Frock advised that there are 18.  Councilman Lawson commented that the depot cans are

full every day.  He suggested switching to litter containers, not cans, to prevent people 

from putting in their household trash.


Mr. Frock made reference to the City Park and advised that he would like to order

a Porta Potty, to be used for a couple of months, as there are several activities scheduled

for that area.  The Council concurred that it would be okay to order the Porta Potty. 

Mayor Purnell reviewed Mrs. Morgan’s monthly report through June 30, 2011.

He noted money that is due from other agencies as well as unbudgeted items.


Mr. Noah Bradshaw, Inspector, reviewed his monthly report, highlighting its’
contents.  
UNIFINISHED BUSINESS –GOLF CART ISSUE

Councilman Atkins noted that the town of Elkton VA, had legislation passed on

June 16 to legalize golf carts and made reference to getting them legalized for City streets

only, not the dual highway.


Councilman Lawson commented that there is a need for golf carts and suggested
having MML sponsor a bill.  Councilman Atkins advised making them legal on City 

streets only and posting the dual as not legal for use of golf carts.


Mr. Cockey advised that the Federal Government has left it to the States, but
Maryland does not allow them.  He advised that if permitted, low speed vehicles,
not golf carts, could be adopted for use on City streets, but golf carts would require a

special bill.  He suggested preparing an Ordinance for low speed vehicles.  Councilman

Atkins commented that they are already legal.  Councilman Lawson advised that he is

concerned with liability.

OPENING OF SIDEWALK BID – NORRIS HARBOR DRIVE


Mr. Bradshaw advised that he had received two bids;  1) Beauchamp
Construction - $58,750 minus $900 if a silt fence is not necessary and 2) Goldsborough

Construction - $39,450 minus $300 if a silt fences is not necessary plus $3500 for 

gutter pan if needed. 


At this time, Councilman Lawson made a motion to accept the bid from Golds-

borough Construction.  Motion seconded by Council Vice President Johnson and carried

unanimously.


Mayor Purnell noted that the job is to be started after the Clam Bake and com-

pleted within three weeks.

MAYOR’S REPORT


Mayor Purnell presented and reviewed Power Point slides concerning DHCD
Industrial Park Redirection, the Wind Turbine Project and the Depot Project.

After a brief discussion, Councilman Lawson made a motion to adopt the In-

dustrial Park Re-direction with an amendment that the park be developed and funded by

the State, not the City, for the best and highest use.  Motion seconded by Councilman

Konapelsky and carried unanimously.


Mayor Purnell made reference to the Wind Turbine Project and advised that 

DHCD is requiring the City to send out surveys to out of town water/sewer users.

Councilman Lawson inquired as to how many surveys must be returned.  Mayor Purnell

advised that the City must receive 500.


Councilman Lawson advised that the Chamber wants to meet with the Mayor and

Council on August 3rd at 5:00 p.m.

tion to approve, seconded by Councilman Anderson and carried unanimously.


Boat Docking – Sunday, September 4, 2011 – Council Vice President Johnson
made a motion to approve, seconded by Councilman Atkins and carried unanimously.

PUBLIC INPUT

Mr. Calvin Rayfield commended the Housing Authority on a recent event that 
was held there.

MAYOR AND COUNCIL Q&A & REPORT


Council Vice President Johnson commended the community event that was held

by Andre Collins at the Housing Authority, two Saturday’s ago.  She also reminded 

everyone about the DHCD EMA mortgage workshop to be held at City Hall from 10:00

to 3:00 on Thursday.

Councilman Lawson noted that the 5-12 Playground is up.  He also noted plans 
for a splash pool.  He noted that the Planning Commission will be meeting Monday 

concerning the lot re-configuration for the library property.  Councilman Lawson made

reference to the events held by Crisfield Events, the two movies and Freedom Fest, which

was well attended.  He also noted that the young people were well behaved at the movies.

He also advised that the next park grant cycle is due August 18th.   He also advised that
people had been thanking him for the beautification signs.


Mayor Purnell reviewed a letter from MEMA advising that the City had received
a grant for tide gates.


He also reviewed tax rates from different Towns that he had gotten from MML.


There being no further business for discussion, Councilman Atkins made a motion

to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Konapelsky and carried unanimously.
